National Bank for Agriculture and Rural Development (NABARD)- 

District Development Office, Akola  

National Bank for Agriculture and Rural Development (NABARD) was established as an apex development bank of the country, on 12 July 1982, by an act of Parliament, with its Head office at Mumbai and Regional Offices in each of the states. Maharashtra Regional Office is located at Pune. From around 1988, NABARD started opening its District Development Offices at District Headquarters and so far 30 offices have been opened in Maharashtra. Akola District Development Office in Maharashtra  was opened in 1991

2. NABARD has been promoting sustainable and equitable agriculture and rural prosperity through effective credit support, related services, institution building and many other innovative initiatives, through a large number of inter related activities / services, which fall under following three broad categories:- 

   (i)
 Credit Dispensation 

   (ii)
 Developmental and Promotional and 

   (iii)
 Supervisory. 

Of these functions, DDM offices broadly undertake functions of credit planning, developmental and promotional functions, monitoring & coordination between various agencies / institutions engaged in rural development. 

3. Highlights of operations of NABARD in Akola  District  :- 

(a) Potential Linked Credit Plans (PLPs) :- The potentials available for the rural economic activities in the district were assessed  and presented  in physical and financial terms, as Potential Linked Credit Plan(PLP), which is now accepted as the reference document useful for Bankers, Govt. Officials and others  involved in rural development. Bankers used it as the basis for preparation of Annual Credit Plan of the district and Govt. agencies for initiating action to fulfill infrastructure gaps. Potentials assessed under priority sector, for the last few years is as under :-

(b) Refinance Support :-    NABARD is providing refinance support to the Banks for their financing in rural areas of the district, for investment purposes to support private capital formation. Besides this, NABARD has been supporting banks (DCCB and RRB) for financing production credit also. 

(c) Kisan Credit  Cards (KCC) :- Kisan Credit Card is very useful instrument which takes into account various production needs of a farmer. NABARD is continuously monitoring the progress in this regard and  facilitated issuance of around 2 lakh KCCs,  to the farmers in the district, for timely and adequate availability of credit. 

(d) Rural Infrastructure :- NABARD supported the efforts of the State Govt. for creating rural infrastructure, by supporting from out of Rural Infrastructure Development Fund (RIDF) created for the purpose. So far NABARD has sanctioned an amount of Rs 4559.43 lakhs for 120 road projects and 95 bridge projects. Further, there are number of projects mainly flood protection watershed development, forest development, market yard / godown, rural hat, cold storage, seed/agriculture/horticulture farms, drinking water, infrastructure for rural education institutions., public health, “Pay and Use “ toilet in rural areas, village knowledge centers, infrastructure for information technology in rural areas  etc., included under RIDF XI.

 (e) Micro Credit :-  To reach unreached is motto of NABARD. Empowerment of rural poor , especially rural women is one of the thrust areas of NABARD. Under SHG Bank Linkage Programme, NABARD is instrumental in credit linking. During the year 2004-05 as many as  86 and 290  SHGs (Other than SGSY) linked  to the banks with a credit of around Rs 16.96 lakhs and Rs. 79.89 lakhs respectively  by Akola DCCB and Akola GB. 

NABARD provides grants to RRBs and DCCBs to work as Self Help Promoting Institute (SHPI) for promotion and linkage of SHGs. Akola Graamin Bank  identified as SHPI and sanctioned Rs. 2.86 lakhs as grant for the purpose. 

NABARD has supported few NGOs viz, Sankalp Sadhna and Mahila Arthik Vikas Mahamandal (MAVIM), with grant assistance for promotion and linkage of SHGs in Akola district. 

NABARD also arranged  capacity building programmes for all partners like banks, NGO’s Government Officials, Board of Directors of District Central Cooperative Banks, Farmers clubs and SHGs. These included training programmes of various duration exposure visits, workshops and meets.. 

(f)  Farmers Clubs :-  NABARD has been facilitating formation and nurturing of Farmers Clubs since 1982. Under NABARD’s Vikas Volunteer Vahini programme, more than 40 farmers clubs have been established in the district, with the help of Akola Gramin Bank, Akola Distinct Central Cooperative Bank and other commercial banks.  These clubs propagate the principles of “Development through Credit” and are  supported with grant assistance from NABARD for initial few years. 

(g) Non farm Sector :-   NABARD has taken a number of initiatives for development of Non-Farm sector in the district, like organising Orientation Meets for Bankers, Govt. Agencies and NGOs, organising Rural Entrepreneurship Development Programmes by assisting MCED, MITCON. 

At district level, NABARD through the DDM office, continues to appreciate ground level situation and expectations of rural population in a better way and through representation on various important district level forums and other initiatives , it is playing an important role  in bringing about the rural prosperity in the district.
